
Safety First Rules 
 

Taconic Valley Rod and Gun Club 
 

• Alcohol is not allowed on the ranges. 
 

• Hearing and eye protection should be used for personal safety. 
 

• Adult supervision for minors 16 or under. 
 

• All firearms must point down range when on the shooting bench. 
 
• All guns must be unloaded and clips removed before shooters post or 

retrieve targets, and no one is to handle any firearm. 
 
• When members are on the Club grounds working, cutting grass 

repairing target stands, fixing equipment, etc., there will be no 
shooting on that specific range. 

 
• Paper targets only. 
 
• Post targets on designated backstops only. 

          Bench and target must have the same number. 
 
• No cross shooting from bench at other targets. 
 
• Bench numbers 1, 2 and 3 are 100 yards only. 
 
• Bench number 4 is for 50 and 100 yards and will be marked as such. 

          Fifty yard targets will be stationary, not to be moved. 
 
• Shotguns on the rifle range; SLUGS ONLY, no 00 buck or shot. 
 
• During the regular monthly meetings, the ranges will be closed. 
 
• Members only may hunt the Club grounds at their own risk. 

          The ranges are not closed during the hunting seasons.
